Stephen Harper Shutting Down Parliament Again! 

Stephen Harper has once again suspended Parliament to avoid public scrutiny.  This ploy to padlock Parliament is far from an isolated act. Itôs 
just the latest in a pattern ï whenever he gets into political trouble, his first instinct is to shutdown democratic institutions and accountability. 

Just look at his record. He fires public servants critical of his actions and attacks their reputations.  Consider diplomat Richard Colvin, who spoke 
out against the torture of Afghan detainees, or Linda Keen who blew the whistle on nuclear safety.  Mr. Harper also sent the heads of the RCMPôs 
Public Complaints Commission and the Military Police Complaints Commission packing because they criticized his government. 

Now, the Conservatives are trying to hide behind the Vancouver Olympics as an excuse for shutting down Parliament, even though other 
democratic host nations continued to have functioning Parliaments right up to or during their Games ï including Canada in 1988. 

Canadians object to Mr. Harperôs autocratic manoeuvre, killing 36 pieces of unfinished government legislation and shutting down every forum that 
exists to hold the government to account ï including Question Period, Parliamentary committees, and order paper questions. 

Mr. Harper is gambling that Canadians donôt care about the health of their democracy and how they are governed.  They do care ï and so do I. 

Thatôs why, while Conservative MPs take an extended vacation from Parliament, my Liberal colleagues and I will be hard at work. 

On January 25th, the date when Parliament should have resumed, Liberal MPs went back to work on Parliament Hill ï taking our jobs seriously 
and giving voice to the issues Canadians care about. 

We are listening to what Canadians are telling us: get back to work in Ottawa, make this Parliament work and do the job we elected you to do. Itôs 
time Stephen Harper started listening as well.
